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The Archdiocese of Indianapolis 

The Diocese of Vincennes (now Indianapolis) was established by 
decree of Gregory XVI, May 6, 1834, and the See was fixed at Vin­
cennes. The territory then comprised th(. mtire State of Indiana and 
the eastern part of Illinois. The latter was separated from the Diocese 
of Vincennes by the erection of the Diocese of Chicago, November 28, 

1843. 

By a decree of Pius IX, January 8, 1857, the northern half of the 
State was erected into the Diocese of Fort Wayne, the boundaries being 
that part of the State north of the south lines of Fountain, Montgomery, 
Boone, Hamilton, Madison, Delaware, Randolph, and Warren Counti~. 
The southern half of the State remained the Diocese of Vincennes. It 
embraced fifty counties in Indiana, covering 18,479 square miles, with a 
population, according to U. S. Census of 1940, of 1,708,998. It extended 
from the north line of Marion County and contiguous counties to the 
Ohio River, and from Illinois on the west to Ohio on the east. 

The second Bishop of Vincennes, by Apostolic Brief, was permitted 
to establish his residence either at Vincennes, Madison, Lafayette or 
Indianapolis; the See City, however, to remain at Vincennes. This per­
mission was renewed to the fourth Bishop, with the exception of 

Lafayette. 
On the appointment of the fifth Bishop, he was directed to fix his 

i-esidence at Indianapolis, but the Cathedral and title of the See were 
continued at Vincennes. By an Apostolic Brief dated March 23, 1898, 
the title of the Diocese was changed to that of "Diocese of Indianapolis," 
with the Episcopal See in the city of Indianapolis. By the same Brief 
the Patron Saint of the Diocese is to remain St. Francis Xavier, the 
title of the old Cathedral, Vincennes. 

On December 19, 1944, by the Executorial Decree of the Papal Dele­
gate, Most Reverend Amleto Giovanni Cicognani, Archbishop of Laodicea. 
Apostolic Delegate to the United States of North America, the Papal 
Decree of Pope Pius XII was solemnly proclaimed in SS. Peter and Paul 
Cathedral, Indianapolis, elevating Indianapolis to the status of an Arch­
diocese, the State of Indiana being the Metropolitan Area. The Dioceses of 
Evansville and Lafayette in Indiana were created by the same decree 
and made Suffragan Sees of Indianapolis. 

The Apostolic Decree of His Holiness, Pope Pius XII, creating the Arch­
diocese of Indianapolis, issued October 21, 1944. The Apostolic Decree of 
His Holiness, Pope Pius XII, elevating the Most Reverend Joseph E. Ritter 
as first Archbishop of the Province of Indianapolis, issued November 11, 
1944. Both documents were transmitted to His Excellency, Archbishop 
Ritter, through the courtesy of the Most Reverend Michael J. Ready, D.D., 
Bishop of Columbus, Ohio, after the Solemn Consistory held in March, 1946.

Came to the Umted States in 1830 and was Vicar Gen­
e~al of Mobile. Consecrated Bishop of Vincennes, in the Cathedral of 
V~ncennes, Oc~ober ~• 1847, by Most Reverend Michael Portier, D.D, 
Bish~p ?f M~bile, assisted by Most Reverend John Baptist Purcell, Bishop 
of Cmc1DDat1, and Most Reverend Celestine de la Hailandiere former 
Bishop of Vincennes. Died at Vincennes April 23, 1848. Re~ains in­
terred in the Old Cathedral, Vincennes. 

IV. Most Reverend Maurice de St. Palais, D.D., born at La Salvetat, 
France, No~embe~ 16, 1811. Ordained priest in Paris, May 28, 1836, 
~d came immediately to the United States. Administrator of the 
diocese after the death of Bishop Bazin. Nominated Bishop of Vin­
cennes, October 3, 1848; consecrated in the Cathedral, Vincennes, Janu­
ary 14, 1~9, by Most Reverend Rich~d Pius Miles, O.P., D.D., Bishop 
of _Nashvi_lle, assisted by Most Reverend Martin John Spalding, D.D., Co­
a~Jutor BIShop of Louisville, and Very Reverend Hippolytus Dupontavice, 
Vic_ar Gener~!. Died at St. Mary-of-the-Woods, June 28, 1877. His re­
mains were mterred in the Old Cathedral, Vincennes. 

V. Most Reverend Silas Marean Chatard, D.D., born in Baltimore, 
Md., December 13, 1834. Alumnus of the Urban College Rome where 
he was ordained priest, June 14, 1862, by Cardinal Patri~zi. W~s Vice­
Rector o~ the Ame~can College, Rome, 1862-1868; Rector, 1868-1878. 
Named Bishop of Vmcennes, March 26, 1878, at which time he took the 
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name Francis Silas. Consecrated in Rome, May 12, 1878, by Cardinal 
Franchi, assisted by Msgr. Santori, Bishop of Fano, Italy, and Bishop 
Agnette, President of the Academia Ecclesiastica at Rome. Enthroned 
in the Cathedral, Vincennes, August 11, 1878. Arrived in Indianapolis, 
August 17, 1878. Died at Indianapolis, September 7, 1918. His remains 
were interred in the Cathedral, Indianapolis.

VI. Most Reverend Joseph Chartrand, D.D., born in St. Louis, Mo. 

May 11, 1870. Ordained priest in Indianapolis, September 24, 1892, by 
Bishop Chatard. Appointed Vicar General, F ebruary 13, 1910. Named 
Bishop of Flavias, and Coadjutor to the Bishop of Indianapolis, July 27, 
1910. Consecrated in the Cathedral at Indianapolis, September 15, 1910, 
by Most Reverend Diomede Falconio, D.D., Apostolic Delegate, assisted 
by Most Reverend D. O'Donaghue, D.D., Bishop of Louisville, and Most 
Reverend Herman Alerding, D.D., Bishop of Fort Wayne.

Peter and 
Paul, Indianapolis, in 1924. Appointed Titular Bishop of Hippus and 
Auxiliary Bishop to the Most Reverend Joseph Chartrand, Bishop of In­
dianapolis, February 3, 1933. Consecrated in the Cathedral at Indian­
apolis, March 28, 1933, by the Most Reverend Joseph Chartrand, assisted 
by the Most Reverend Emmanuel Ledvina, Bishop of Corpus Christi, 
Texas, and the Most Reverend Alphonse J. Smith, D.D., Bishop of Nash­
ville, Tennessee. Made Vicar General of the Diocese of Indianapolis 
February 6, 1933, Bishop of Indianapolis, March 24, 1934. 

Appointed Archbishop of Indianapolis. Ceremony of Establishment of 
Archdiocese and Installation of Most Reverend Joseph E. Ritter as first 
Archbishop, December 19, 1944. The Most Reverend Amleto Giovanni 
Cicognani, Apostolic Delegate, presided, offered Solemn Pontifical Mass, 
Sermon preached by Most Reverend John T. McNicholas, O.P., S.T.M., 
Archbishop of Cincinnati. 

VIII. The Most Reverend Paul C. Schulte, D.D., born in Frederick­
town Missouri, March 18, 1890. Alumnus, St. Francis College, Quincy, Illi­
nois, and ¥.enrick Seminary, St. Louis, Missouri. Ordained priest in Ken­
rick Seminary, St. Louis, Missouri, June 11, 1915, by Archbishop John J. 
Glennon. Appointed Bishop of Leavenworth, Kansas, May 29, 1937. Conse­
crated Bishop in the new Cathedral of St. Louis on September 21, 1937, by 
the Most RE'"erend John J. Glennon, D.D., assisted by Most Reverend 
Christopher byrne, Bishop of Galveston, Texas, and Most Reverend Chris­
tian Winkelman, D.D., Auxiliary Bishop of St. Louis. Appointed Achbishop 
of Indianapolis, succeeding Archbishop Ritter, on July 20, 1946. Formally 
installed in Metropolitan See of Indianapolis by the Most Reverend Amleto 
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Giovanni Cicognani, D.D., Apostolic Delegate, celebrant of the Solemn 
Pontifical Ma:ss, on October 10, 1946. The sermon was preached by the new 
Metropolitan, Archbishop Schulte. 

From the Archdiocese of Indianapolis have gone the following priests 
as bishops:

February 1, 1880, by Bishop Chatard, assisted by Bishop Seidenb~ch of 
St. Cloud, and Abbot Innocent Wolf, O.S.B., of Atchison, Kans. Made 
Bishop of Sioux Falls, 1889. Transferred to St. Cloud January 21 
1g95_ Died September 19, 1896, at St. Cloud, Minn. ' ' 

. 3. Most Reverend Denis O'Donaghue, D.D., born in Daviess County, 
Tndi~a, November 30, 1848. Ordained at Indianapolis by Bishop St. 
Palais, September 6, 1874. Chancellor of the Diocese from 1878 to 1899 
Vicar ?eneral, March 19, 1899. February 13, 1900, na:med Bishop of 
Pomario and Auxiliary to the Bishop of Indianapolis. Consecrated in 
S!. ~ohn'~ Chu:ch, Indian~polis, April 25, 1900, by Archbishop Elder, of 
Cmcm?ati, assisted by Bishop Foley, of Detroit, and Bishop Byrne, of 
Nashville. Named Bishop of Louisville, February 9, 1910. Enthroned 
in the Cathedral at Louisville, March 29, 1910. Died November 7 1925 
at Louisville, Ky.

Elizabeth, the daughter of John, a Catholic of the Byzantine-Ukranian 
rite and Thelma, a Baptist1 is born in a Diocese in which no oriental 
Catholic Churches are established. She is therefore baptized as an infant 
in the latin Catholic Church which her father usually attends. 

In May of 1952, she goes to the pastor of that parish with William, 
a baptized non-Catholic, to whom she is related on her mother's side 
m the third degree of the collateral line. She expresses her desire to marry 
William. William on his part states that he wants to become a Catholic, 
but hopes to marry first and then take his instructions afterwards. 

After a careful course of premarital instructions, the pastor seeks 
and obtains a dispensation from the impediments of mixed religion and 
consanguinity in the third degree of the collateral line. This dispensation 
is granted by the local latin Ordinary. The pastor then assists at the 
marriage of William and Elizabeth in the usual manner. 

Later he chances to read several articles on the marriage legislation 
of the Oriental Church. As a result of his reading, these questions arise: 

1. To what rite does Elizabeth belong? 
2. Under the circumstances, is there any reason to doubt the validity 

of the dispensation from mixed religion? 
3. What about the validity of the dispensation from consanguinity in 

the third degree of the collateral line ? 
4. Passing over the question of the validity of the dispensation, is 

there any doubt about the pastor's right to assist validly at the 
marriage in question? 

B. Pastoral. What can we clergy do to increase vocations to our religious 
teaching communities?

Henry, unbaptized, in 1942 attempted marriage outside the Church 
with Mary, a life-long Catholic. The marriage was blessed by two children.

However, he 
cannot bring himself to sign the promises required for the validation of 
the marriage, because while he is very happy to have his Catholic wife 
attend to the rearing of the children, he feels that if his wife were to die, 
or if the marriage were to end in divorce and he somehow to have the 
care of the children, he would not, himself, be willing to rear them in the 
Catholic Faith. There is no reason to fear, however, that the couple will 
separate and obtain a divorce. 

Meantime, after the birth of the second child, the health of Mary is 
such that she is urged by her medical adviser to refrain for a few years 
from having any more children. To this end she is practicing contracep­
tion, and intends to continue its practice until her health is restored.
