Bisheps of the Archdiocese

The Diocese of Vincennes (now Indianapolis) was established by
decree of Gregory XVI, May 6, 1834, and the See was fixed at Vincennss.

The territory then comprised the entire State of Indiana and the easten &

part of Illinois. The latter was separated from the Diocese of Vincemes
by the erection of the Diocese of Chicago, November 28, 1843.

By a decree of Pius IX, January 8, 1857, the northern half of fhe
State was erected into the Diocese of Fort Wayne, the boundaries beirg
that part of the State north of the south lines of Fountain, Montgomers,
Boone, Hamilton, Madison, Delaware, Randolph, and Warren Counties
The southern half of the State remained the Diocese of Vincennes, It
embraced fifty counties in Indiana, covering 18,479 square miles, with &
population, according to U. 8. Census of 1940, of 1,708,998. It extended
from the north line of Marion County and contiguous counties to the.
Ohio River, and from Illinois on the west to Ohio on the east.

The second Bishop of Vincennes, by Apostolic Brief, was permitted
to establish his residence either at Vincennes, Madison, Lafayette or
Indianapolis; the See City, however, to remain at Vincennes, This per-
mission was renewed to the fourth Bishop, with the exception of La
fayette.

On the appointment of the fifth Bishop, he was directed to fix hi

residence at Indianapolis, but the Cathedral and title of the See wer

continued at Vincennes. By an Apostolic Brief dated March 23, 1898, the
title of the Diocese was changed to that of “Diocese of Indianapolis

with the Episcopal See in the city of Indianapolis. By the same Brief

the Patron Saint of the Diocese is to remain St. Francis Xavier, the title
of the old Cathedral, Vincennes.

On December 19, 1944, by the Executorial Decree of the Papal Dele-
gate, Most Reverend Amleto Giovanni Cicognani, Archbishop of Laodicea,
Apostolic Delegate to the United States of North America, the Papal
Decree of Pope Pius XII was solemnly proclaimed in SS. Peter and Paul
Cathedral, Indianapolis, elevating Indianapolis to the status of an Asch
diocese, the State of Indiana being the Metropolitan Area. The Dioceses of
Evansville and Lafayette in Indiana were created by the same decree and
made Suffragan Sees of Indianapolis,

The Apostolic Decree of His Holiness, Pope Pius XII, creating the
Archdiocese of Indianapolis, issued October 21, 1944, The Apostolic Decree
of His Holiness, Pope Pius XII, elevating the Most Reverend Joseph E,

Ritter as first Archbishop of the Province of Indianapolis, issued Novem-

ber 11, 1944, Both documents were transmitted to His Excellency, Arch-
bishop Ritter, through the courtesy of the Most Reverend Michael .

II. Most Reverend Celestine de la Hailandiere, D.D., born in Com-
bourg, Diocese of Rennes, May 3, 1798. Ordained priest in Paris, May
28, 1825, Vicar General of the Diocese of Vincennes, 1839. Namfad
Bishop Coadjutor of Vincennes, May 17, 1839. Consecrated in Paris,
August 18, 1839, by Most Reverend Charles Forbin-Janson, D.D., Bishop
of Nancy, assisted by Most Reverend Louis Blanquart De Bailleuil, D.D.,
Bishop of Versailles, and Most Reverend John Louis le Mercier, D._D.,
Bishop of Beauvais. Resigned July 16, 1847, and returned to France. Died
May 1, 1882, in France. The remains were brought from France and

‘interred in the Old Cathedral, Vincennes.

III. Most Reverend John Stephen Bazin, D.D., born in Duerne,
Diocese of Lyons, Frances, October 15, 1796. Ordained priest at Lyons,
July 22, 1822. Came to the United States in 1830 and was Vicar Gen-
eral of Mobile. Consecrated Bishop of Vincennes, in the Cathedral of
Vincennes, October 24, 1847, by Most Reverend Michael Portier, D.D,,
Bishop of Mobile, assisted by Most Reverend John Baptist Purcell, Bishop
of Cincinnati, and Most Reverend Celestine de la Hailandiere, former
Bishop of Vincennes. Died at Vincennes, April 23, 1848. Remains interred
in the Old Cathedral, Vincennes.

IV. Most Reverend Maurice de St. Palais, D.D., born at La Salvetat,
France, November 15, 1811, Ordained priest in Paris, May 28, 1836, and
came immediately to the United States. Administrator of the diocese after
the death of Bishop Bazin., Nominated Bishop of Vincennes, October 3,
1848; consecrated in the Cathedral of Vincennes, January 14, 1849, by
Most Reverend Richard Pius Miles, O.P., D.D., Bishep of Nashville, as-
sisted by Most Reverend Martin John Spalding, D.D., Coadjutor Bishop of
Louisville, and Very Reverend Hippolytus Dupontavice, Vicar General.

.~ Died at St. Mary-of-the-Woods, June 28, 1877, His remains were interred

in the Old Cathedral, Vincennes.

V. Most Reverend Silas Marean Chatard, D.D., born in Baltimore,
Md., December 13, 1834. Alumnus of the Urban College, Rome, where he
was ordained priest, June 14, 1862, by Cardinal Patrizzi. Was Vice-Rector
of the American College, Rome, 1862-1868; Rector, 1868-1878. Named
Bishop of Vincennes, March 26, 1878, at which time he tock the name

Francis Silas. Consecrated in Rome, May 12, 1878, by Cardinal
assisted by Msgr.

Meinrad Major Seminary. Ordained priest in St. Meinrad Abbey Church,
May 80, 1917. Named Rector of the Cathedral of SS. Peter and Paul, In-
dianapolis, in 1924, Appointed Titular Bishop of Hippus and Auxiliary
Bishop to the Most Reverend Joseph Chartrand, Bishop of Indianap' Y
February 3, 1933. Consecrated in the Cathedral at Indianapolis, Marth
28, 1933, by the Most Reverend Joseph Chartrand, assisted by the Most
Reverend Emmanuel Ledvina, Bishop of Corpus Christi, Texas, and the
Most Reverend Alphonse J. Smith, D.D., Bishop of Nashville, Tennesse
Made Vicar General of the Diocese of Indianapolis February 5, 1933, Bishop
of Indianapolis, March 24, 1934. .

Appointed Archbishop of Indianapolis. Ceremony of Establishment of
Archdiocese and Installation of Most Reverend Joseph E. Ritter as first
Archbishop, December 19, 1944. The Most Reverend Amleto Giovanni
Cicognani, Apostolic Delegate, presided, offered Solemn Pontifical Mass
Sermon preached by Most Reverend John T. MecNicholas, O.P., S.T.M,
Archbishop of Cincinnati.

VIII. The Most Reverend Paul C. Schulte, D.D., born in Frederick-
town, Missouri, March 18, 1890. Alumnus, St. Francis College, Quincy, Tlii-
nois, and Kennck Semlnary, St. Louis, Missouri, Ordained priest in Ken-
rick Seminary, St. Louis, Misouri, June 11, 1915, by Archbishop John J. |
Glennon, Appointed Bishop of Leavenworth, Kansas, May 29, 1937. Conse-
crated Bishop in the new Cathedral of St. Louis on September 21, 1937, by
the Most Reverend John J. Glennon, D.D., assisted by Most Reverend
Christopher Byrne, Bishop of Galveston, Texas, and Most Reverend Chris-
tian Winkelman, D.D., Auxiliary Bishop of St. Louis. Appointed Arch-
bishop of Indianapolis, succeeding Archbishop Ritter, on July 20, 1046
Formally installed in Metropolitan See of Indianapolis by the Most Rever-
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end Amleto Giovanni Cicognani, D.D., Apostolic Delegate, celebrant of the
Solemn Pontifical Mass, on October 10, 1946, The sermon was preached
by the new Metropolitan, Archbishop Schulte.

From the Archdiocese of Indianapolis have gone the following priests
as bishops:

1. The Most Reverend Augustus M. Martin, D.D., born in Rennes,
France, in 1803. Ordained in Rennes in 1828. Came to the United States
with Bishop Hailandiere in 1839, and was made Vicar General of the
Diocese. In 1847 he went to New Orleans, and in 1852 was Vicar General
of that Diocese. He was consecrated Bishop of Natchitoches, La., No-
vember 30, 1853, by Archbishop Blane, of New Orleans, assisted by Bishop
Portier, of Mobile, and Bishop Van de Velde, of Natchez. He died Septem-
ber 29, 1875.

2. Most Reverend Martin Marty, 0.S.B., D.D., born in Switzerland,
January 11, 1834, Ordained priest in Einsiedeln September 14, 1856. Made
first Abbot of St. Meinrad in 1871, Consecrated Titular Bishop of Tiberias,
and Viear Apostolic of Dakota Territory at Ferdinand, Ind., February 1,
1880, by Bichop Chatard, assisted by Bishop Seidenbusch of St. Cloud,
and Abbot Innocent Wolf, 0.S.B., of Atchison, Kans, Made Bishop of Sioux
Falls, 1889. Transferred to St. Cloud, January 21, 1895. Died Sevtember
19, 1896, at St. Cloud, Minn.

8. Most Reverend Denis O’Donaghue, D.D., born in Daviess County,
Indiana, November 30, 1848. Ordained at Indianapolis by Bishop St. Palais,
September 6, 1874. Chancellor of the Diocese from 1878 to 1899. Vicar
General, March 19, 1899. February 13, 1900, named Bishop of Pomario
and Auxiliary to the Bishop of Indianapolis. Consecrated in St. John’s
Church, Indianapolis, April 25, 1900, by Archbishop Elder, of Cincinnati,
assisted by Bishop Foley, of Detroit, and Bishop Byrne, of Nashville.

I. Juridic—Moral Case

Mary, a Catholic Nurse, is employed as supervisor of Surgery in a
large private hospital. Frances, also a Catholic Nurse, is likewise employed
by the same hospital and usually works in the surgery. Both ladies are
graduates of the Nurses’ training schools of Catholic Hospitals, but affer
some years have become somewhat hazy about various medical ethical
problems that arise from time to time. Occasionally, however, both are
aware that they are called on to assist at various surgical procedures
which they regard as very definitely contrary to the moral law. Each voices
her problem to the hospital authorities and is first told that it is the duty

of the surgeon to determine the propriety of an operation and that further )

respongsibility on her part thereby ceases. When they persist that this does
not satisfy their consciences, Mary is offered work in another capacity in
the same hospital, while Frances is told that she may ask to be relieved
of any work in the surgery if the operation in question seems to be con-
trary to her conseience.

Questions:

1. What are the general principles regarding cooperation, particularly
as they are applicable to problems of this kind ?

2, What can be said of the obligations of both nurses, out of their
regard for the moral law and in fairness to the hospital and the
doctors to review carefully matters pertaining to medical morality?

L. Moral Case

Mary, a prospective convert, age 19, in answer to the question whether
or not she has ever been baptized, states that when seventeen years old
she was sprinkled in a non-Catholic denomination. Questioned in detail
‘about the circumstances of this Baptism, she tells the priest the following:

a, The minister who performed the Baptism taught, in conformity
with the general belief of his Church, that Baptism was an ordi-
nance of God symbolizing one’s acceptance into Christian fellow-
ship. >

b. The minister in baptizing used natural water.

¢. The words used in the Baptismal ceremony were: “I christen thee in
the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.

d. The water was applied to her in the following manner: the minister
dipped his hand gently in a basin of water. Then, holding his hand
on her head, he pronounced the words: “I christen thee in the name
of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.” She recalls
that the minister held his hand directly on the top of her head, but
she cannot remember whether or not he had her first remove the
hat that she was wearing.

e. Mary had not, prior to this Baptism, been attendiag the Church
in which she was baptized, nor did she attend it with any regularity
after her Baptism. However, she had been engaged in some of the
youth activities of the Church and feared that unless she accepted
membership, she would not be permitted to participate further in
those activities. That is why she asked for and submitted to Bap-
tism.
