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The Archdiocese of Indianapolis 

The Diocese of Vincennes (now Indianapolis) was established by 
decree of Gregory XVI, May 6, 1834, and the See was fixed at Vincennes. 
The territory then comprised the entire State of Indiana and the eastern 
part of Illinois. The latter was separated from the Diocese of Vincennes 
by the erection of the Diocese of Chicago, November 28, 1843. 

By a decree of Pius IX, January 8, 1857, the northern half of the 
State was erected into the Diocese of Fort Wayne, the boundaries being 
that part of the State north of the south lines of Fountain, Montgomery, 
Boone, Hamilton, Madison, Delaware, Randolph, and Warren Counties. 
The southern half of the State remained the Diocese of Vincennes. It 
embraced fifty counties in Indiana, covering 18,479 square miles, with a 
population, according to U. S. Census of 1940, of 1,708,998. It extended 
from the north line of Marion County and contiguous counties to the 
Ohio River, and from Illinois on the west to Ohio on the east. 

The second Bishop of Vincennes, by Apostolic Brief, was permitted 
to establish his residence either at Vincennes, Madison, Lafayette or 
Indianapolis; the See City, however, to remain at Vincennes. This per­
mission was renewed to the fourth Bishop, with the exception of La­
fayette. 

On the appointment of the fifth Bishop, he was directed to fix his 
residence at Indianapolis, but the Cathedral and title of the See were 
continued at Vincennes. By an Apostolic Brief dated March 23, 1898, the 
title of the Diocese was changed to that of "Diocese of Indianapolis," 
with the Episcopal See in the city of Indianapolis. By the same Brief 
the Patron Saint of the Diocese is to remain St. Francis Xavier, the title 
of the old Cathedral,.Vincennes. 

On December 19, 1944, by the Executorial Decree of the Papal Dele­
gate, Most Reverend Amleto Giovanni Cicognani, Archbishop of Laodicea, 
Apostolic Delegate to the United States of North America, the Papal 
Decree of Pope Pius XII was solemnly proclaimed in SS. Peter and Paul 
Cathedral, Indianapolis, elevating Indianapolis to the status of an Arch­
diocese, the State of Indiana being the Metropolitan Area. The Dioceses of 
Evansville and Lafayette in Indiana were created by the same decree and 
made Suffragan Sees of Indianapolis. 

The Apostolic Decree of His Holiness, Pope Pius XII, creating the 
Archdiocese of Indianapolis, issued October 21, 1944. The Apostolic Decree 
of His Holiness, Pope Pius XII, elevating the Most Reverend Joseph E. 
Ritter as first Archbishop of the Province of Indianapolis, issued Novem­
ber 11, 1944. Both documents were transmitted to His Excellency, Arch­
bishop Ritter, through the courtesy of the Most Reverend Michael J. 
Ready, D. D., Bishop of Columbus, Ohio, after the Solemn Consistory held 
in March, 1946.

28, 1834, by the Most Reverend Benedict Joseph Flaget, D.D., Bishop of 
Bardstown, assisted by Most Reverend Joseph Rosati, D.D., Bishop of St. 
Louis, Mo., and Most Reverend John Baptist Purcell, D.D., Bishop of 
Cincinnati. Bishop Brute died at Vincennes June 26, 1839. The remains 
are interred in the Old Cathedral, Vincennes. 

II. Most Reverend Celestine de la Hailandiere, D.D., born in Com­
bourg, Diocese of Rennes, May 3, 1798. Ordained priest in Paris, May 
28 1825, Vicar General of the Diocese of Vincennes, 1839. Named 
Bi~hop Coadjutor of Vincennes, May 17, 1839. Consecrated in Paris, 
August 18, 1839, by Most Reverend Char~es Forbin-Janson, D.D., Bishop 
of Nancy, assisted by Most Reverend Louis Blanquart De Bailleuil, D.D., 
Bishop of Versailles, and Most Reverend John Louis le Mercier, D.D., 
Bishop of Beauvais. Resigned July 16, 1847, and returned to France. Died 
May 1, 1882, in France. The remains were brought from France and 
inter:-ed in the Old Cathedral, Vincennes. 

III. Most Reverend John Stephen Bazin, D.D., born in Duerne, • 
Diocese of Lyons, France, October 15, 1796. Ordained priest at Lyons, 
July 22, 1822. Came to the United States in 1830 and was Vicar Gen­
eral of Mobile. Consecrated Bishop of Vincennes, in the Cathedral of 
Vincennes, October 24, 1847, by Most Reverend Michael Portier, D.D., 
Bishop of Mobile, assisted by Most Reverend John Baptist Purcell, Bishop 
of Cincinnati, and Most Reverend Celestine de la Hailandiere, former 
Bishop of Vincennes. Died at Vincennes, April 23, 1848. Remains interred 
in the Old Cathedral, Vincennes. 

IV. Most Reverend Maurice de St. Palais, D.D., born at La Salvetat, 
France, November 15, 1811. Ordained priest in Paris, May 28, 1836, and 
came immediately to the United States. Administrator of the diocese after 
the death of Bishop Bazin. Nominated Bishop of Vincennes. October 3, 
1848; consecrated in the Cathedral of Vincennes, January 14, 1849, by 
Most Reverend Richard Pius Miles, O.P., D.D., Bishop of Nashville, as­
sisted by Most Reverend Martin John Spalding, D.J)., Coadjutor Bishop of 
Louisville, and Very Reverend Hippolytus Dupontavice, Vicar General. [ 
Died at St. Mary-of-the-Woods, June 28, 1877. His remains were interred ., 
in the Old Cathedral, Vincennes. 

V. Most Reverend Silas Marean Chatard, D.D., born in Baltimore, 
Md., December 13, 1834. Alumnus of the Urban College, Rome, where he 
was ordained priest, June 14, 1862, by Cardinal Patrizzi. Was Vice-Rector 
of the American College, Rome, 1862-1868; Rector, 1868-1878. Named 
Bishop of Vincennes, March 26, 1878, at which t ime he took the name 
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Francis Silas. Consecrated in Rome, May 12, 1878, by Cardinal Franchi, 
assisted by Msgr. Santori, Bishop of Fano, Italy, and Bishop Agnette, 
President of the Academia Ecclesiastica at Rome. Enthroned in the 
Cathedral, Vincennes, August 11, 1878.

February 13, 1900, named Bishop of Pomario 
and Auxiliary to the Bishop of Indianapolis. Consecrated in St. John's 
Church, Indianapolis, April 25, 1900, by Archbishop Elder, of Cincinnati, 
assisted by Bishop Foley, of Detroit, and Bishop Byrne, of Nashville. 
Named Bishop of Louisville, February 9, 1910. Enthroned in the Cathedral 
at Louisville, March 29, 1910. Died November 7, 1925, at Louisville, Ky. 

4. Most Reverend Herman Alerding, D.D., born in Ibbenbueren, Dio­
cese of Munster, Germany, April 13, 1845. Ordained priest by Bishop 
St. Palais, at St. Meinrad, September 22, 1868. Named Bishop of Fort 
Wayne, August 30, 1900. Consecrated in the Cathedral of Fort Wayne, 
November 30, 1900, by Archbishop Elder, assisted by Bishop O'Dor.aghue. I 
Auxiliary of Indianapolis, and Bishop Moeller, of Columbus. Died Decem- r 
her 6, 1924, at Fort Wayne. 

5. Most Reverend Emmanuel B. Ledvina, D.D., born in Evansville, 
Ind., October 28, 1868. Ordained priest at Indianapolis, March 18, 1893. 
Assistant at Holy Trinity Church, Evansville, until September 1, 1894. 
Assistant at St. John's, Indianapolis, until July 20, 1895. Rector of St. 
Joseph's Church, Princeton, until September 8, 1907. September 9, 1907, ,.. 
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became Secretary of the Catholic Church Extension Society at Chicago, 
and later Vice-President. June 18, 1918, appointed Domestic Prelate.

Consecrated Bishop of Nashville, March 25, 1924, in the Cathedral of 
Indianapolis, by the Most Reverend Joseph Chartrand, D. D., Bishop of 
Indianapolis, assisted by the Most Reverend Emmanuel B. Ledvina, D.D., 
Bishop of Corpus Christi, and Most Reverend Samuel Stritch, D.D., Bishop 
of Toledo. Died December 16, 1935, at Nashville, Tenn. 

7. Most Reverend James Hugh Ryan, S.T.D., Ph.D., was born in 
Indianapolis, December 15, 1886. Alumnus of The College of the Holy 
Ghost, Pittsburgh, Pa., and the Pontifical College of the Propaganda and 
the Academy of St. Thomas in Rome. Appointed Chaplain and Professor 
of Philosophy at St. Mary-of-the-Woods, Indiana, March 11, 1911. Secre­
tary of the Educational Department of the N. C'. W. C. at Washington, 
June 15, 1921. Honored with the title and rights of Domestic Prelate by 
His Holiness, Pope P ius XI, September 10, 1927. Rector Magnificus of 
the Catholic University of America by His Holiness, Pope Pius XI, July 
12, 1928. Honored with the title of Prothonotary Apostolic, August 5, 
1929. Appointed Titular Bishop of Modra, August 15, 1933. Consecrated 
October 25, 1933, in the shrine of the Immaculate Conception, Washington, 
D. C., by the Most Reverenq Joseph Chartrand, D.D., Bishop of Indian­
apolis, assisted by the Most Reverend Thomas Molloy, Bishop of Brooklyn, 
N. Y., and the Most Reverend Joseph Elmer Ritter, D.D., Titular Bishop 
of Hippus and Auxiliary Bishop to the Most Reverend Joseph Chartrand, 
D.D., Bishop of Indianapolis. Named Bishop of Omaha, Nebraska, August 
6, 1935. First Archbishop of Omaha, August 17, 1945. Died November 23, 
1947, at Omaha, Nebraska. 

8. The Most Reverend Joseph Ritter, D.D., was transferred from the 
See of Indianapolis to the See of St. Louis by Apostolic Letters dated 
July 20, 1946.

FALL CONFERENCE (1957) 

I. Moral Case 
Mary, a Catholic, makes an appointment with her Parish Priest, 

telling him that she wishes to bring her fiance, John, to arrange for 
man·iage. When they come, the Pastor finds Mary interested in what 
he has to say and eager to carry it out. John, a non-Catholic seems 
indifferent to the whole thing, and somewhat sullen. The Pastor re­
ceives adequate initial assurance that each is free to marry, and dis­
cusses with the couple the obligations of marriage and t he particular 
problems attendant on mixed marriages. John is evidently in love 
with Mary, but he seems to regard these proceedings as at best a 
waste of time, particularly when he is informed that there must be 
six instructions in preparation for the mixed marriage. 

While the preparations for • the maniage are being made, the 
Pastor receives a telephone call from Jane, who tells him that she 
is John's mother. She says that the family has recently moved into 
the city. She begs him to be patient with her son, telling the Pastor 
that he was reared in an environment of religious conflict, for she 
was born and reared in the Catholic Faith, but many years ago at­
tempted maniage outside the Chur ch with a non-Catholic, who was 
hostile towards the Catholic religion, and who still r etains a great 
measure of that hostility. Four children (one of whom is John) have 
been born of Jane's marriage. They range in years from eleven to 
twenty-one. She now attends Church regularly, without objection on 
the part of her husband, but he insists that none of his children will 
be led into the Faith, unless when grown, they choose it for them­
selves. Finally, it is ce:rj;ain that because of her physical condition, 
there will never be any more children in Jane's marriage. The ques­
tion, of course, arises, as to whether or not she can return to the 
practice of her Faith. ·

1. What impediments to marriage arise from a difference in the re­

ligious status of the paxties? Precisely how do these impediments 
differ from each other? 

2. What are the requirements for a valid dispensation from these 
impediments?

I. Moral Case 

John and Mary, a young couple, call at the Rectory to arrange 
for the Baptism of their first child, now three months old. The Parish 
Priest, on interrogating them, learns that they are not validly mar­
ried, that Mary is a Catholic, but not very active in the practice of 
her religion, while John is a non-Catholic, who, though he has no par­
ticular animosity towards the Church, seems more than anything 
else, to be uninterested in religion. There appears to be no pa1ticular 
reason why the marriage could not be validated. 

Naturally, the Pastor is not a little perplexed as to what he 
should do. The prospects are not entirely bright that the child, even 
if baptized, will be reared adequately in the Catholic Faith. Should 
he refuse to baptize the child; or should he perhaps baptize it only on 
the condition that the parents arrange to have their marriage vali­
dated? What if there is a prior bond that makes that impossible? 
What if one or both, even in the absence of any undispensable im­
pediment, are reluctant to have a validation of the marriage? Should 
he content himself with simply taking the occasion of his baptizing 
the child to point out to John and Mary the evil of their own situation 
and to suggest what they can do to remedy it?
