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The Diocese of Vincennes (now Indianapolis) was established by
decree of Gregory XVI, May 6, 1834, and the See was fixed at Vincennes.
The territory then comprised the entire State of Indiana and the eastern
part of Illinois. The latter was separated from the Diocese of Vincennes
by the erection of the Diocese of Chicago, November 28, 1843.

By a decree of Pius IX, January 8, 1857, the northern half of the
State was erected into the Diocese of Fort Wayne, the boundaries being
that part of the State north of the south lines of Fountain, Montgomery,
Boone, Hamilton, Madison, Delaware, Randolph, and Warren Counties.
The southern half of the State remained the Diocese of Vincennes. It
embraced fifty counties in Indiana, covering 18,479 square miles, with a
population, according to U. S. Census of 1950, of 1,505,527. It extended

from the north line of Marion County and contiguous counties to the

Ohio River, and from Illinois on the west to Ohio on the east.

The second Bishop of Vincennes, by Apostolic Brief, was permitted
i establish his residence either at Vincennes, Madison, Lafayette or
Indianapolis; the See City, however, to remain at Vincennes. This per-
mission was renewed to the fourth Bishop, with the exception of La-

fayette.

On the appointmenf of the fifth Bishop, he was directed to fix his

tesidence at Indianapolis, but the Cathedral and title of the See were

wntinued at Vincennes, By an Apostolic Brief dated March 28, 1898, the
fitle of the Diocese was changed to that of “Diocese of Indlanapohs »
with the Episcopal See in the city of Indianapolis. By the same Brief
the Patron Saint of the Diocese is to remain St. Francis Xavier, the title
of the old Cathedral, Vincennes.

On December 19, 1944, by the Executorial Decree of the Papal Dele-
gate, Most Reverend A.mleto Giovanni Cicognani, Archbishop of Laodicea,
postolic Delegate to the United States of North America, the Papal
Decree of Pope Pius XII was solemnly proclaimed in SS.

IV. Most Reverend Maurice de St. Palais, D.D., born at La Salvets,
France, November 15, 1811. Ordained priest in Paris, May 28, 1836, and
came immediately to the United States. Administrator of the diocese after
the death of Bishop Bazin., Nominated Bishop of Vincennes, October §
1848; consecrated in the Cathedral of Vincennes, January 14, 1849, by
Most Reverend Richard Pius Miles, O.P., D.D., Bishop of Nashville, as-
sisted by Most Reverend Martin John Spalding, D.D., Coadjutor Bishop of
Louisville, and Very Reverend Hippolytus Dupontavice, Vicar Generll‘
Died at St. Mary-of-the-Woods, June 28, 1877. His remains were interred
in the Old Cathedral, Vincennes.

V. Most Reverend Silas Marean Chatard, D.D., born in Baltimore,
Md., December 13, 1834, Alumnus of the Urban College, Rome, where he
was ordained priest, June 14, 1862, by Cardinal Patrizzi, Was Vice-Rector
of the American College, Rome, 1862-1868; Rector, 1868-1878. Named
Bishop of Vincennes, March 26, 1878, at which time he took the name

Canon Law

John, Assistant in one of the parishes of the Diocese of X, travels
outside his diocese to a penal institution in which terms are of relas
tively short duration, to visit a member of the parish confined there.
When he has concluded his visit and is about to take his leave of the
prison, he is met by the warden, a non-Catholie, Who 11_1forms__h_m
that because of the shortage of priests, no chaplain is assigned there
and no priest has visited the institution for a number of months. The
warden explains that he has written several letters to the Bishop of
the Diocese, asking that a priest be appointed as chaplain of the
institution, but all to no avail. Therefore, the warden has a_ssembled
the Catholics to give them an opportunity to go to confession while
a priest is available. John knows, of course, that he does not have
faculties in the Diocese, and that he has no way of obtaining them
at the moment, even by telephone.

Shortly thereafter, he is faced with another jurisdictional problem.
Father Peter, Pastor of the parish adjacent to the one to Whlch.thp
is assigned as Assistant, has scheduled a wedding and has everything
in readiness for it. He is suddenly taken ill and rushed off to the
hospital unconseious without any opportunity to make provision for
someone else to take the wedding. John, who in this emergency !
been called into Father Peter’s parish to take care of him, sinceth
is no Assistant in that parish, is asked by the people waiting for their
wedding to go ahead with the ceremony. He tries by tele ﬁqne to
reach the Bishop or the Viear General, but cannot do so. ile he is
still there, a couple of the Parish bring their baby in for Baptism;
informed that Father Peter is sick, they ask Father Jolm to baptize

the baby.

In a few days, Father Peter, having regained consciousness, bl
feeling unequal to the task of any longer caring for a parish, with
the consent of the Bishop, submits his resignation as Pastor, eﬂ’gcm
the first day of June, about two weeks away. The Bishop accepts the
resignation as effective on that date, and appoints Father John
viearius ceconomus, effective on June 1, the same day as Father Pete
resignation. He also instructs Father John to reside in the meanti
in Father Peter’s parish and to take care of all the ordinary need;
of the people until such time as his definite appointment as vicarl
ceconomus becomes effective. Without further advertence to
whole arrangement, Father John assists at a marriage in ‘that p:
on May 30th. Since there is no reason for secrecy, he has ca
mentioned to any number of the parishioners that he has been
pointed as administrator of the parish, without particularly stafi
the date on which the appointment actually becomes effective.

Moral Case

Henry, the Pastor of a small parish in a largely non-Catholic com-
munity, is much disturbed by the fact that one of the Protestant
Churches in the neighborhood, with more facilities than he can pos-
gibly muster, has offered a well diversified and very attractive pro-
gram of social events and sports for the teen-agers of the community,
irrespective of their creed or color, and it has come to his attention
that a rather large number of the young people of his own parish is
participating in these events. Investigation assures him that no
oceasion is taken in these activities to preach or teach directly the
tenets of the particular religion, which sponsors them or to wean
the participants away from their own religion. Nevertheless, he fears
that this frequent association with another religion may well result in
the loss of their faith on the part of some of the young people of the
parish, On the other hand, he is hesitant about speaking out publicly
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against such participation, for fear that he will be accused of un-

christian bigotry, and also for fear that instead of achieving his

purpose, he will simply make the program more attractive and more
likely to lead his young people away from their parish, and perhaps
and more likely to lead his young from their Faith, He then learns
that among the young people a choral group is being formed, and
that a concert of sacred and secular musie is proposed for the near
future, and he is quite sure that some of his parishioners will be part
of that group.

1. What are the general principles concerning “participatio in
sacris”?

2. Do these principles apply in this present case? If so, to what
extent?

3. What is to be said about the pastor’s silence in this matter?
4. To what extent is he obliged publicly to take action?

5. To what extent privately in giving advice, must he take such
action?

6. Does the formation of the choral group constitute any new prob-

lem for him ?

What would be said if the pastor recommended that this ehoral
group be under the auspices of some undenominational group, such
as the Y.M.C.A., rather than under the church auspices?
