The Diocese of Vincennes—now the Archdiocese of Indianapolis—
was established by Pope Gregory XVI on May 6, 1834. The territory
then comprised the entire State of Indiana and the eastern part of Illinois.
The latter was separated from the Diocese of Vincennes upon the erec-
tion of the Diocese of Chicago, November 28, 1843.

By decree of Pope Pius IX, January 8, 18537, the northern half of
the State was erected into the Diocese of Fort Wayne, the boundaries
heing that part of the State north of the south lines of Fountain, Mont-
gomery, Boone, Hamilton, Madison, Delaware, Randolph and Warren
Counties. The remaining southern half of the State made up the Diocese
of Vincennes, embracing fifty counties. It covered an area of 18,479
) square miles extending from the north line of Marion and contiguous
